Training Program

· Strategy: 

1. Academic support for publication

2. Training of presentation and interactive skills

· The [ASCI]2 workshop is facilitated by a program moderator. 

· Each session is guided by a tutor who is a specialist in the field.  

· Each trainee presents his/her own on-going study that he/she plans to publish, to which other trainees raise questions and give comments that they have prepared in advance in the aim of improving the study further before publication.

· Each trainee also prepares and submits a draft paper of the contents of the study he/she wishes to publish if possible.

· The trainees should send in their presentation material (preferably with the draft paper) to the ASCI office before the workshop.
· In addition to the presentations and the discussions, there will be a Special “Super-ASCI Leadership” Lecture that will mainly cover English paper writing and presentation skills, leadership, and journal editing.

· A social activity to promote friendship among the training members will be incorporated into the program.  

· Feedback from English and academic proofreaders will be given to all presentations. 

· “[ASCI]2 membership” accreditation will be conferred by ASCI.

Selection of Candidates

Principle

· Recommendation by Executive Committee members of ASCI

· Selection of 7 trainees per course

· Eligibility: Under 45 years of age, fluent in English, leadership qualities with at least one published paper in the SCI(E) journal
Guideline for Recommending Candidates
· By ASCI EC members

· 2 candidates per country

· Conditions for recommendation

1. Candidates should be under 45 years of age
2. At least one published scientific paper in the SCI(E) journal as the first author
3. One fully analyzed study that the candidate plans to publish should be submitted with the EC member’s recommendation, including a detailed explanation about the study (background, purpose, materials and methods, results, references, tables and figures, etc.). Trainees are suggested to submit a draft paper of the study with their presentation.
Selection of Trainees
· Jury
1. President of ASCI
2. Two Vice Presidents of ASCI
3. Secretary-General of Presidential Office 

4. Secretary-General of Administration Office 
5. Scientific Officers of ASCI
6. One specialist decided by the BSP

· The final decision will be made by calculating the average of the scores of the jury after excluding the highest score and the lowest score.

Scoring Method
· The content of research submitted to [ASCI]2
Score from 0 to 10
· Sum of the impact factor of the candidates’ published article
= Σ [(IF of first author) + 0.8 x (IF of corresponding author) + (IF of coauthor) / (No of authors)]
· Scientific presentation in international congress as a presenter or corresponding author
Weight value: Lecture (1.0), oral presentation (0.8), poster presentation (0.6)
= Σ [2 x (weight value of each presentation)]
· Research project 
Weight value: Global project (1.0), domestic government-led project (0.9), principle investigator (PI) (1.0), participation as a researcher (0.6)
= Σ [3 x (weight value of each project)]

· Other academic achievement(s)
